A total of BZ$ 1,857,312 (unaudited 
funds) was received by TIDE in 

2008 to conduct critical conservation 
activities.  Our largest supporters 
continue to be the Oak Foundation 
(27%), the Summit Foundation (21%), 
the Government of Belize (11%) and the 
Nature Conservancy (8%).   
 
It is the support of individual donors 
and the organizations and foundations 
(listed to the right) and other friends of 
TIDE that allows TIDE to carry out the 
activities shared in this annual report.

TIDE’s largest expenditure is for salaries 
and bene�ts – it is these human 

resources that allow TIDE to accomplish 
the work of surveillance and patrol of the 
Port Honduras Marine Reserve, Payne’s 
Creek National Park, and the TIDE Private 
Protected Lands.  
 
Our sta� daily perform the work of 
monitoring and research that allows 
management to make key decisions and 
prepare reports that inform the public of 
the conditions of the natural resources of 
southern Belize.  Training and capacity 
building is vital to ensure that sta� grows 
in their work and their contribution to 
conservation. Equipment – boats, trucks, 
engines, and computers – allow TIDE to 
succeed in our goals.
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
